1. It is very important to vacate by the date stipulated on this Notice and return
ALL keys returned to leasing office located at Trac Il apartments. If you vacate
earlier than the date indicated on this Notice, rent will be assessed through the
vacate date originally given or until apartment is re-rented and occupied,
whichever comes first.

2. KEYS: Return ALL keys to the Leasing office during regular business hours,
or in the mail slot at the Leasing Office. Rent will continue to be assessed until
ALL keys are returned to the Leasing Office. In the event ALL keys are not
returned to the Leasing Office on the move-out date indicated on this Notice, a
lock change will automatically occur and charges will be assessed.

4. When the deposit is returnable, it will be sent in approximately three (3) weeks,
along with a copy of your move-out inspection to the forwarding address you
have listed on this notice.
